They are au-

thorized by the groups to handle our overall public rela-

tions and they guarantee the integrity of our principal 

newspaper, the A.A. Grapevine. All such representatives 

are to be guided in the spirit of service, for true leaders in 

A.A. are but trusted and experienced servants of the 

whole, They derive no real authority from their titles; 

they do not govern. Universal respect is the key to their 

usefulness.
